To more accurately paint a picture of BARC's outcomes and intakes, BARC will be reporting
our At-A-Glance narrative on a quarterly basis. From January through March, BARC saw a slight
Increase in ifs live release rate. During this time frame, BARC continued to host offsite events
and one of the largest events of the year, ABC 13 and Gilman Subaru’s Pick Your Pet adopftion
event. At this year’s adoption event, a record-breaking 1563 animals found their forever homes.
This year's event was especially helpful for capacity as many large dogs were adopted.
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Intake continues with the trend of mainly
comprising animals brought in by our
enforcement team from the field. This
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surrenders. Sick, injured, or fading animals
never require an appointment.
