This program provides an opportunity for
constituents to receive a free spay/neuter surgery, rabies vaccination, microchip, city license, flea/tick
medication, and education on responsible pet ownership.

ACO Activity:
All calls for animal control support are queued using a priority matrix. Priority one calls are the most
urgent while priority five calls are less critical.

Cruelty Confiscations = The number of animals picked-up as part of a cruelty investigation
"Dispatched" and "Pending" calls are in a queue waiting for a response. While the call may not have

been completed at the time of this report, there is an expectation of a disposition; therefore, these
categories are included in the answered calls calculation.
