SPECIFIC EXPLANATION:
In accordance with the City of Houston Code of Ordinances, the Starkweather Historic District application was initiated by at

least 10 percent of the owners of tracts in the proposed district. After the historic district application was determined complete,
the Planning Director notified all property owners within the proposed district of a public meetmg to provide information
about the historic district application. The public meeting was conducted on May 9, 2013.

On May 24, 2013, the Planning Director mailed survey cards to the owners of all property within the proposed historic district.
The deadline to postmark or deliver the survey cards to the Director was June 24, 2013. Seventeen of twenty-eight tracts
(60.70%) in the proposed historic district returned the survey card in support of the designation of the historic district. In
accordance with the Code of Ordinances, the Director modified the boundaries of the proposed historic district which resulted
in boundaries where 68% - 17 of 25 total tracts - supported designation of the proposed historic district.

The Director gave 30 day notice of a public hearing before the Houston Archaeological and Historical Commission (HAHC).
The public hearing was held by the HAHC on October 10, 2013. The HAHC unanimously recommended to City Council the
approval of the historic district designation after determining that the application satisfied all criteria of the ordinance

including:

1) owners of 67 percent of all the tracts in the proposed district support the designation of the district; if owners of less than 67
percent of tracts in the proposed historic district support the designation of the district, the Director may modify the boundaries
of the proposed historic district to result in boundaries where the owners of 67 percent of the tracts support designation of the

proposed historic district;
2) the proposed area meets at least one criteria for designation as a historic district;
3) a majority of buildings within the area are contributing and 50 years of age or older.

HISTORY AND SIGNIFICANCE SUMMARY

The Starkweather Historic District is within the Independence Heights community, just north of
the North Loop segment of Interstate 610. The district is two contiguous blocks long, located
entirely within the 100 and 200 blocks of East 3 1% ¥ Street. Starkweather derived its name from
F. W. Starkweather, who originally subdivided the land that is now E 3 1* and ¥ Street.

The district was developed between the late 1920s and 1940s by Edgar S. Phelps and his son
Edgar H. Phelps. These developers sold lots to African Americans looking to reside within the
City of Independence Heights. While initially a separate municipality, Independence Heights
was annexed to Houston in 1929. Independence Heights offered working and middle class
African Americans the opportunity to live in better conditions than in Houston’s wards, while
maintaining access to the central city by way of streetcar, jitney, and bus.

The district features modest frame dwellings typical early 20™ Century working and middle class
suburbs. It features architectural styles that reflect both the prosperity of the late 1920s as well
as the economic difficulties associated with The Great Depression and World War 1L While
many of these homes have been altered from their original state, most of the district’s historic

fabric remains intact.

The proposed historic district is significant to the City of Houston due to the residents that have
lived there, the retention of its original architectural fabric, and as a lasting example of citywide
development. The district meets ordinance designation Criterion 1: possesses character, interest,
and value as a visible reminder the development heritage, and cultural and ethnic diversity of the
city, state, and nation. The district also meets Criterion 3: Whether the building, structure,
object, site or area is identified with a person who, or group or event that, contributed
significantly to the cultural or historical development of the city, state, or nation. It also meets
Criterion 4: Whether the building or structure or the buildings or structures within the area
exemplify a particular architectural style or building type important to the city. It also meets
Criterion 5: contains the best remaining examples of an architectural style or building type in a
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neighborhood. The district also meets Criteria 8: having value as a significant element of
community sentiment or public pride.

HISTORY AND SIGNIFICANCE

Independence Heights

Independence Heights was an early African American suburb north of Houston. In 1908, black
families began to move into a rural area northeast of Houston. A.A. Wright of the Wright Land
Company bought the land that became Independence Heights shortly after he and his wife moved
to Houston in 1905. He subdivided the land in 1910 and sold plots to mostly African American
homeowners. By August 1910, 215 lots had already been sold in Independence Heights at an
average value of $80 each. What made this settlement different from established black
neighborhoods in Houston was the possibility of personal land ownership. African Americans
were attracted to Independence Heights because Wright offered them favorable terms of sale,
including financing with small down payments and below market interest. The new
neighborhood also offered living conditions more favorable than the city’s other African
American communities in the Third, Fourth, and Fifth Wards. The neighborhood’s earliest
settlers were well educated middle class blacks, many of whom were employed in the
construction industry, and were able to build their own homes. In 1914, the Studewood streetcar
line opened, providing better access to the neighborhood from downtown. This streetcar route
ran along North Main Street and terminated just south of Independence Heights at 30™ Street. On
January 17, 1915, Independence Heights, with a population of nearly 400, voted to incorporate as
an independent city, becoming the first city in Texas completely run by African Americans. By
1920, the city had grown to a population of 720.

The city had three mayors serve during its existence. George O. Burgess (1915-1919) oversaw
the installation of wood plank sidewalks, shell paved streets, and a municipal water system. A
Prairie View A&M graduate and local high school teacher and principal named Oliphant
Hubbard was elected as the second mayor in 1919 and served until 1925. Hubbard and his wife
Ella would later move to Starkweather at 206 East 31% % Street after Independence Heights
merged with Houston. Arthur L. McCullough would be the city’s final mayor serving from 1925
until the annexation in 1928.

As Independence Heights grew, it established its own faith-based institutions. These churches
served as important social and community building institutions during the neighborhood’s early
formation. The Wright Land Company granted land for three churches as part of the company’s
subdivision of the land. Green Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church was formed in 1911
and built its first building at 618 East 35" Street. New Hope Missionary Baptist Church also
organized in 1911 and was granted land to build their first church at 600 East 37" Street. St Paul
Methodist Church was organized and was granted land to build their first church at 700 East 37"
Street in the same year. In addition to these churches, Ebenezer Methodist Episcopal Church,
Concord Missionary Baptist Church, and North Main Church of God Christ formed but did so
without land granted from Wright. These churches were often housed in small frame buildings in
close proximity to residences. A present day example of this can be found in Starkweather’s 111
East 31" % Street where True Life Church operates in a small, wood framed former dwelling.
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In about 1920, residents of Independence Heights formed a community cooperative, the General
Mercantile Company, Inc., to offer general goods to shareholders. The company issued share
certificates to residents for fifty cents each. Shareholders received the benefits of the company
and ability to purchase general goods at a reduced price. The cooperative was representative of
the efforts of African Americans during the 1920s to create a separate black economy in
response to the segregation of many businesses. African Americans in Houston actively
developed parallel businesses that catered to the black population especially in the areas of food
service, food distribution, and automotive services.

A building was constructed at the corner of North Main and Link Road to house the cooperative.
In addition to its role as a commercial building, the General Mercantile Store provided housing
for other community organizations and activities. In the early 1920s, Independence Heights
school officials used the building for classrooms when the small school building became too
crowded. Other community organizations also used the building for meetings. In 1929, former
mayor George Burgess bought the building and it has been known as Burgess Hall ever since.
Although currently in poor condition, Burgess Hall is the most historically significant building in
Independence Heights.

In addition to churches and the General Mercantile coop, several fraternal organizations formed
in Independence Heights as the neighborhood developed. These organizations served the
community both as social institutions and as providers of necessary services that would be
unavailable without them. For example, while insurance was unavailable for African American
individuals, they could purchase this service through these fraternal organizations. These
fraternal organizations met in Independence Heights’ various shops and meeting halls, including
Burgess Hall. They also met in Independence Heights Park at East 40" Street, which was granted
to the city from Wright Land Company.

Before Independence Heights was officially incorporated, residents partnered with county
officials to form the neighborhood’s first school. Independence Heights School formed when
Oliphant Hubbard was hired by the county to teach out of a two room building at 600 East 39"
Street in 1911. He and his wife Ella taught at the school as well as each serving as principal.
Oliphant also served as the second mayor if Independence Heights from 1919 to 1923. The
Hubbards would later reside in Starkweather when they bought 206 East 31% ¥ Street in 1930.
When the school became overcrowded with new residents’ children, classes were temporarily
moved to the New Hope Baptist Church building and Burgess Hall. The school merged with
Houston Independent School District in 1925. By 1928, a new building for the school was
constructed on 33" Street. The school was renamed in honor of James D. Burrus, a former slave
who became a successful black educator. Burrus Elementary is still in the same location,
although the 1928 building has been replaced by later structures.

Booker T. Washington High School was established in 1892 in Freedmen’s Town as ‘Colored
High’ (renamed for Booker T. Washington in 1928). Located on West Dallas in Fourth Ward, it
was Houston’s only high school for African Americans for 25 years, and students from
Independence Heights had to take the streetcar to the Fourth Ward where the school was located.
In 1959, the school moved to 39" and Yale Streets in Independence Heights, where it remains

today.
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Independence Heights featured a number of locally owned businesses. These enterprises were
located mostly along corridors such as Yale and North Main Street, but also along the residential
streets as literal cottage industries. These businesses included grocery stores, barber-beauty
shops, restaurants, skilled trade shops, pharmacists, and attorneys. These local businesses
provided the community with needed goods and services, as well as a sustainable economic base

of locally owned employers.

The City of Independence Heights lasted until November 1928 when an election was held to
decide whether or not to merge with the City of Houston. While Independence Heights’ residents
enjoyed their community and its autonomy, a merger with Houston offered the promise of
improved services and amenities. These included mail delivery, an improved water system,
paved streets, and improved public transportation. Independence Heights’ residents approved the
merger and the annexation was finalized on December 29, 1929.

With the arrival of integration, Independence Heights families who had the money and desire to
do so moved into more affluent and racially diverse areas on Houston. As a result, this historic
black community lost many influential residents and black-owned businesses. The Independence
Heights neighborhood experienced a decline, and the neighborhood’s individual identity and past
were being lost.

In the last decade, an influx of new residents, many of them Hispanic, has brought new energy to
" the neighborhood. Community efforts are being made to revitalize the neighborhood while
preserving its unique character and history. A section of Independence Heights was listed in the
National Register of Historic Places in 1997, and six historic buildings were individually listed in
the National Register. In 2012, one of the first houses to be built in Independence Heights, the
Carroll House at 309 E 32™ St, was designated as a City of Houston Protected Landmark. This
~ application represents the first petition for city historic district designation in the Independence
Heights neighborhood.

The most commonly occurring building type in Independence Heights is the one-story, wood-
framed and -clapboarded single-family house, slightly elevated above grade on brick or concrete
block piers. The National Register nomination for the Independence Heights Historic District

lists the following types of houses:
o the center-entrance cottage (named for its front door, centered on the long side of the

rectangular-planned house)
o the L-front cottage (so called because a projecting front wing creates an L-shape within
which a front porch was often inserted)

o the pyramid roof house (so-called because of the profile of its hipped roof)
o the bungalow, perhaps the most popular type of early twentieth-century American house

o the shotgun cottage

Development of Starkweather

Starkweather is located within the Independence Heights National Register Historic District. The
Independence Heights’ National Register narrative mentions that Starkweather was nicknamed
“Shortshell” by residents due to E 31% % Street being paved in seashells. This was a desirable
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feature for the two Starkweather blocks compared with the rest of Independence Heights, which
featured many streets with no paving at all. The promise of paved streets was a strong motivating
factor for Independence Heights residents electing to merge with the City of Houston.

The neighborhood was originally part of the S.W. Allen Survey. It was platted by F.W.
Starkweather on March 10, 1911 after the property was purchased from Annexa Miller on July
15, 1904. This 15 acre subdivision featured eight lots facing Yale Street and 61 lots facing
“Starkweather Avenue,” which would later be called East 31% % Street.

The first transactions in Starkweather were in 1926, with the first homes being constructed in
1927. Activity flourished until the onset of the Great Depression in the 1930s when the Phelps
family encountered financial difficulties. Between 1934 and 1936, there are numerous court
records indicating Phelps had to sell off Starkweather properties in order to satisfy creditors.
This Depression-era financial turmoil also affected Starkweather’s new residents as many had

lost their homes to satisfy their debts.

The Phelps Family

Edgar Sanford Phelps was born in La Grange, Texas, on October 24, 1869. He was an attorney
who practiced in Houston, and also had a business specializing in investments and loans. He was
married to Olive L. Phelps. He died on April 4, 1945, and is buried at Glenwood Cemetery.

Edgar Hugh Phelps, Ed S.” son, was born in Houston on September 24, 1906. He graduated from
Rice University in 1928 and became an attorney. He was married to Dorothy V. Phelps, but the
two divorced in 1942. Edgar died shortly thereafter of paresis with an underlying addiction to
sleeping pills. Edgar is also buried at Glenwood Cemetery.

Edgar and Olive Phelps also had a daughter named Mary Eleanor “Snookie” Phelps, born on
August 24, 1913 and died July 5, 1934. Olive Letitia “Mammy” Patton Phelps was born July 8,
1880. Following the death of her husband and son, she sold the remaining Starkweather
properties. Mrs. Phelps died on October 28, 1951, and was buried with Edgar S, Edgar H, and

Mary Eleanor in Glenwood Cemetery.

Architectural Styles

Starkweather features smaller structures reflective of the modest means of its earliest inhabitants.
These homes feature simple massing, minimal ornamentation, and are all one-story tall and of
frame construction. These include variants of other housing styles common in Independence
Heights, such as shotgun style homes, L-Plan homes, and bungalows. These houses typify those
that were commonly built in working to middle class African American communities in the Gulf

Coast region.

Of these houses, there are two types of housing reflective of two different periods of
construction. The earlier period of housing, built between the 1920s and early 1930s, is located
mostly within the 200 block of E 31st 'z Street. This type of housing features Craftsman
detailing, such as the tapered porch columns at 214 E 31st % Street (not in proposed district), or
the exposed rafter tails on 203 E 31st !z Street. Though the houses are modest, they feature
distinctive styling, such as multi-gabled roof configurations, large front porches, and Craftsman
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style elements. The higher quality of housing in the 200 block reflects the period of prosperity in
which the homes were built.

The housing in the 100 block dates from the 1940s and early 1950s. These houses tend to be
simpler and smaller than those on the 200 block. They feature many of the Craftsman style
clements as the rest of the homes in the district, but in fewer quantities.

The platted lots in Starkweather are each 25 feet wide and 100 feet deep, although most of the
properties consist of two combined lots for a total 5000 square feet parcel. Three properties are
one lot only, and three are made up of 3-4 lots.

Starkweather.

201 E. 31" %: John Boyd sold the property to Jack Wilson in 1928 (DCR, 12/10/1928). Jos
Howard lived there in 1930 (Houston City Directory).

202 E. 31 %: Mattie Gipson purchased the property for $3,150 in 1927 (DCR, 4/12/1927). This
price suggests that a home was already built on the lot. Henry and Exie Moose owned the home
in 1930 (Houston City Directory). Henry was a driver for a transfer company.

203 E. 31" %: This property passed between the Phelps, John Boyd and Charlie Cotton
numerous times in 1928. Raymond and Lourina Sallier were the owners in 1930. Raymond
worked as a porter at a bakery (1930 Census).

204 E. 31" %: Ed Phelps sold the property to Lee Ella Clark for $2950, payable at $25 per
month at 8% interest on November 30, 1926 (DCR, 2/3/ 1927). John Abney and Lee Ella Abney
were the owners in 1930 (1930 Census). John Abney worked as a drive and Lee Ella worked as a
waitress in 1932 (Houston City Directory).
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205 E. 31" ¥%: Ed Phelps sold the property to Leo Steele for $2800, payable at $25 per month
and 8% interest in March 1927 (DCR, 3/26/1927). Leo and Vestine Steele were the owners in
1930 (1930 Census). Leo was a porter at a hotel. They still lived in the home in 1940 (Houston

City Directory).

206 E. 31" '%: Madge Nesbitt secured a loan from the Houston Planing Mill and Labor
Company in 1929 (DCR, 11/19/1929). Oliphant and Ella Hubbard lived in the home in 1930.
Oliphant was in real estate sales (1930 Census). He had also been the second mayor of
Independence Heights from 1919-1923, before Starkweather existed. Ella was the Principal of

Independence Heights School.

209 E. 31* %: Numerous transactions occurred between Charlie Cotton and John Boyd in the
early part of 1928. Finally, Charlie Cotton sold the property to Ples Timmons, who secured a
$1,162 loan through John E. Boyd in April 1928 (DCR, 4/20/1928). Ples Timmons was born in
Louisiana in 1896 and came to Houston with his mother. By 1917, he was working in the Red
Star Mill and helping to support his mother and little brother (1917 Draft Registration Card). He
fought in World War I and was buried in the Houston Veteran Cemetery. He died on January 14,
1982.

210 E. 31* %: Steven Mitchell secured a loan for $1300 from Ed Phelps, trustee (DCR,
10/21/26). Mitchell was a carpenter and contractor so it is likely he built the home himself (1930
Census). Hortense Reeves lived there in 1940. She was a housemaid for a private family (1940
Census).

211 E. 31" %: Walter Porter secured a loan from Ed Phelps for $3500 payable with $25 per
month at 8% interest (DCR, 2/29/28). Walter Porter lived in the home in 1930 (Houston City

Directory).

212 E. 31" %: James Law purchased the property from Ed Phelps in 1928, for a total of $3,100
(DCR, 9/06/1928). Henry Fuller lived in the home in 1930 (Houston City Directory).

213 E. 31" %: Miles Eldridge purchased the property from Ed Phelps in 1927, for a total of
$3,100 (DCR, 4/12/1927). Miles was a driver for the Red Star Milling Co. (Houston City
Directory). His grandfather has likely been a slave who was a farmer by 1800. His father worked
as a farmer with his family before moving to Houston and becoming a laborer. He had been born
in 1856 in Texas, likely into slavery (1880 & 1920 Census). Miles and Savannah Eldridge lived
in the home in 1930 but they moved to 203 E. 31* % in the late 1930s (Houston City Directory).

215 E. 31% %: John Flowers purchased the property from James Stevens for $10 cash and a loan
amount of $2,400. John Flowers was the owner in 1930 (1930 Census).

Several homes remain in the families of the original owners, including: 115 E. 31% %, 119 E.
31% ¥, and 138 E. 31% 1.
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APPROVAL CRITERIA FOR HISTORIC DISTRICT DESIGNATION
According to Section 33-222.1 of the Historic Preservation Ordinance:
Application for designation of an historic district shall be initiated by either:

The application for designation of the Starkweather Historic District was received
by the Planning Department on April 19, 2013. The application was initiated by 5
property owners, or 17.8% of the owners of tracts in the proposed historic district.
The historic district boundary submitted with the application contained 28 tracts.

(c) The department shall review each application for initial completeness. Upon determining
that the application is initially complete, the director shall schedule and conduct one public
meeting on the proposed historic district unless the director determines in her sole discretion
that one or more additional meetings is necessary. The director shall give notice of the public
meeting in accordance with subsection (d) of this section, including procedures for giving
notice of any additional public meeting.

The Planning Department determined the application was initially complete on
April 19, 2013. The director gave notice of the public meeting by depositing written
notice in the United States mail on May 1, 2013. The Planning Department
conducted a public meeting on the proposed historic district on May 9, 2013.

(d) The director will establish the process for notice and for determining the evidence of
support of the application, which shall include the following:

(1) Within 15 days after determining the application is initially complete, the director shall
mail a notice to the owners of all property within the proposed historic district as
indicated on the most current appraisal district records. The director shall give notice to a
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civic association registered with the department whose area is included, in whole or in
part, in the proposed district.

(2) The notice shall include the following:

a. The date, time, and location of the public meeting described in subsection (c) of this
section;

b. Any other information the director determines may be useful to the property owners.

(¢) After the final public meeting, the director shall mail notice to the owners of all property
within the proposed historic district. The notice shall include a card to be returned by the
property owner which shall indicate whether the property owner does or does not support
designation of the historic district. The card must be placed in the U.S. mail with proper
postage affixed and postmarked or delivered to the director not later than the thirtieth day
after the date on the notice.

The director deposited survey cards addressed to the owners of all property within
the proposed historic district in the United States mail on May 24, 2013. The
deadline to postmark or deliver the survey cards to the director was June 24, 2013.

(f) After the deadline for returning cards mailed in accordance with subsection (e) has
passed, the director will determine if owners of 67 percent of all the tracts in the proposed
district support the designation of the district. If so, the application will be considered final. If
the director determines that the owners of less than 67 percent of tracts in the proposed
historic district support the designation of the district, then the director shall either:

(1) Modify the boundaries of the proposed historic district if the modification will result in
boundaries where the owners of 67 percent of the tracts support designation of the
proposed historic district. If the director modifies the boundaries, the application will be
considered final; or

(2) Determine that the application fails and that no further action will be taken by the HAHC.
The director shall mail notice to the owners of all property within the proposed historic
district that the public hearing before the HAHC has been cancelled.

Owners of 17 of 28 tracts in the proposed district, or 60.7%, returned the survey
card in support of the designation of the district. Two owners of properties at 118
and 208 E 31° % returned cards in opposition to the proposed designation. Owners
of the remaining nine tracts did not return cards indicating support or opposition.
As provided in the ordinance, the director modified the boundaries of the proposed
historic district to achieve a boundary in which at least 67% of the tract owners
were in support of designation. Within the modified boundary, 68% — 17 of 25 total
tracts - support designation of the proposed historic district.

(h) The HAHC will conduct a public hearing on each final application for designation of a
historic district. Following the public hearing, the HAHC may recommend that the
boundaries of the proposed historic district be amended in accordance with the intent and

general purpose of this article.
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The director gave 30-day notice of the public hearing, to be held before the HAHC
on October 10, 2013, by depositing written notice in the United States mail on
September 10, 2013.

There are 25 unique tract owners within the modified proposed Starkweather
Historic District of whom 17 support the designation — thus 68% of the tract owners
support the designation. The remaining owners did not return survey cards. No
owners of properties within the proposed district returned cards in opposition to the

SPECIFIC EXPLANATION:

The Housing and Community Development Department (HCDD) recommends Council approval of a Contract between the
City of Houston and the Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs (TDHCA), accepting a $1,387,651

Homeless Housing and Services Program (HHSP) grant.

Per the TDHCA, the funding must be used by the City on activities eliminating and/or preventing homelessness.
Specifically, funds can be used for the following activities: construction and rehabilitation of structures serving the
homeless or at-risk individuals; operations of direct services; housing retention; homelessness prevention; rental
assistance; and other homelessness related activity as approved by the Department.

HHSP was established by the 81st Texas Legislature through an appropriations rider and codified during the 82nd Texas
legislative session. Through HHSP, the state provides funding to the eight largest cities in support of services to homeless
individuals and families including services such as case management and housing placement and retention. While no
direct appropriations were made for the program during the 82nd Legislature, Senate Bill 1, 82nd Legislature, First Called
Session, allows the Department to apply for funds available through this program. For State Fiscal Year 2013, the
Department has identified a total of $5 million for HHSP. Cities currently served through HHSP include Arlington, Austin,
Corpus Christi, Dallas, El Paso, Fort Worth, Houston and San Antonio.

On or about September 7, 2007, Enrique Guzman, a Harris County Deputy Constable, was involved
in a motor vehicle accident with an HPD officer, whose vehicle struck Guzman’s while the latter was
stopped at a red light. Guzman claimed to have suffered injuries as a result of the Accident and
further claims that the Accident was Houston's fault.

As a result of the accident, Guzman brought suit in Cause No. 2008-62308; Enrique Guzman v. City
of Houston and Sgt. Brent Foltz; in the 165" Judicial District Court of Harris County, Texas. Guzman
has retained the services of Jeffrey T. Roebuck to represent his legal interests in the lawsuit.
Guzman, Roebuck, and Harris County as Guzman's worker's compensation carrier, have offered to
settle the claim and the worker's compensation lien for the total sum of $199,000.00.

in 2002 the City learned of serious, systemic managerial and operational failures in the HPD Crime Lab. The failures were
detailed in the "Final Report of the Independent Investigator for the Houston Police Department Crime Laboratory and Property
Room" (the "Bromwich Report’) issued in 2007 by Michael R. Bromwich and his investigative team. Since that time, at the City's
insistence, but also with the City's support, HPD has engaged in extraordinary efforts to correct the failures described in the
Bromwich Report.

In June 2012, Council passed Resolution No. 2012-17 authorizing creation of Houston Forensic Science LGC, Inc., a Texas local
government corporation ("LGC"), to "operate an independent center providing the City with accurate and timely analysis of
forensic evidence and related services.” As acknowledged in the RCA for Resolution No. 2012-17, the legal structure of an LGC
"provide[s] independence from actual or perceived influence by law enforcement, prosecutors, elected officials, and special
interest groups, a mode of governance consistent with the principles of Strengthening Forensic Science in the United States: A
Path Forward, the landmark 2009 study by the National Academy of Science."

Key terms of the ILA include the following: (1) Current personnel of the "Forensic Operations" will remain employees of the City
but will be managed by HFSLGC; (2) COH will invoice HFSLGC for compensation and benefits paid to City employees managed
by the Corporation; (3) Civilians and Classifieds who resign or retire from the City may be replaced by direct employees of
HFSLGC: (4) Thirty days after the Controlier's countersignature of the ILA (the "Management Date"), HFSLGC will gain exclusive,
secure access to offices at 1200 Travis used by the Forensic Operations; (5) HFSLGC wil receive the balance of the "FY14
Forensic Funds" budgeted by Council for the current fiscal year; (6) HFSLGC will comply with the Finance Department's
Accounting Procedures and Standards for LGCs, including submission of monthly financial statements; (7) the Corporation will
submit proposed budgets for each fiscal year, beginning with FY15; (8) the City and HFSLGC will negotiate terms for the
Corporation's lease of spaces used by the Forensic Operations; and (9) the City will allow HFSLGC to use vehicles and certain

major equipment through June 2017.

Nothing in the ILA will impair creation of a forensic center jointly sponsored by the City and Harris County. Indeed, Article 6(E) of
HFSLGC's Certificate of Formation specifically authorizes an amendment of the Certificate “to add one or more governmental
entities, including but not limited to Harris County, Texas, as a joint sponsor of the Corporation

BACKGROUND: In 2003, the Texas Legislature authorized the creation of Municipal Setting Designations (MSD), which
designate an area in which the use of contaminated groundwater is prohibited for use as potable water. The law is
administered by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) and requires local City support to designate an
MSD. The intent of the legislation is to encourage redevelopment of vacant or abandoned properties while protecting public
health. On August 22, 2007, City Council approved an ordinance amending Chapter 47 of the Code of Ordinances by adding
Article XlII relating to groundwater, which provides a process to support or not support an MSD application to the State

(ordinance amended 7/14/201 0).

CCG HOUSTON |, LP APPLICATION: CCG Houston |, LP is seeking a Municipal Setting Designation (MSD) for 10.1987-
acres of land located at 10922 North Freeway, Houston, TX 77037. The contamination consists of tetrachloroethene (PCE),
trichloroethene (TCE), cis-1,2-DCE, and vinyl chloride. The site has been developed as a multi-tenant shopping center since
1974. Prior to that, the site was undeveloped. Two (2) dry cleaners have historically been located on the site, however only
the Crown Cleaners facility, formerly in Suite 10922 from 1997 until 2011, performed on-site dry cleaning. Quality Cleaners,
which was located in Suite 10958 from 1985 until 1989, operated as a drop station only and was eliminated as a recognized
environmental condition. The area of affected groundwater is stable. A licensed Professional Geologist has certified that the
area of contamination has been thoroughly investigated, is fully defined and is stable.
