➢ If a contractor does not perform, the City may end the contract 
with 30 days notice.

➢ Created through the Tax Reform 

Act of 1986
➢ Administered by Texas 

Department of Housing and 
Community Affairs (TDHCA)

➢ Private equity for construction of 
affordable homes



What Are Tax Credits?

➢ 9% tax credits allocated 
through competitive process

➢ Credits can be sold on the 
open market 

➢ Market determines price
