To achieve important Technology and Business Objectives for the City,
HITS recommends approval of an 18 month strategic purchasing
agreement award for $2.5M for GTSI.

Sustain the current Council Approval threshold at $300k to streamline
standardized technology procurements and enable the City to maintain
a more strategic position in managing technology initiatives, priorities
and demands.

Current Spending Authority ends April 2013 and HITS & SPD have
implemented improved controls for IT purchasing using this
procurement vehicle.

Subject to E.O. 1-44 -> “visibility into all IT projects...citywide.”

SPD will bring this item to the full City Council on March 6, 2013. The
approval should cover 18 months of purchasing activities.
