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What is an MSD? 

• A voluntary deed restriction that prohibits 
the use of impaired groundwater as 
potable water 
– A tool property owners can use to address 

environmental impairments to groundwater 
– Allows reinvestment and redevelopment of 

impaired properties 
• A public health protection
