WITHOUT A DOUBT, the easiest, most cost-effective way to improve traffic flow/mobility would be
to properly time the traffic lights along the main arteries. The City of Houston has claimed to have
done thisbut it isobviousit was a half-hearted attempt. PROPER traffic light synchronization would
alleviate the vast majority of perceived congestion problems. The other priority should be a bridge
or underpass over/under the railway line by Loop 494. These tracks are regularly traveled leaving
residents regularly waiting. Clearing the backliog from a long or slow moving train can take a lot of
time no matter how well the traffic lights can be timed. DO NOT reduce the speed limit on any of
the main roadways.

Some roadways could be widened and have more lanes added. Traffic lights could be better
timed.

Improve the synchronization of the traffic lights on Kingwood Drive, particularly close to 494. That
seems to be a bottle neck during peak hours.

Widen Kingwood Drive to 3 lanes. Make double turn lanes where feasible.

Widen Kingwood drive and North Park. Provide additional turn lanes. Repair the potholes and road
edges. Nothing else.

Additional lanes on both Northpark and Kingwood Drive. Additional waysto get in and out of
Kingwood, such as a bridge across the river on Woodland Hills. Put light rail to downtown from
Kingwood Park and Ride down the center median of Kingwood Drive, then parallel to 59 to
downtown.

Adding
number of lanes will only add to crime and additional extenal to Kingwood motorists using
Kingwood/its streets as a cut-through to get from FM 1960 to US 59/69 and vis versa. In all the pros
and cons being thrown around, | haven't heard or read of anyone pointing out this major future
problem if the streets are widened. As a longtime Kingwood resident, we made this point backin
the early 1990's when Friendswood Development was looking to build a bridge from East End Park
to FM 2100/Huffman/area that isnow The Commons and to then build additional lanes on
Kingwood Drive to handle the increased traffic. As Kingwood residents back then we made the
point to Friendswood that we wanted to keep Kingwood the Livable Forest and keep traffic confined
to Kingwood residents and not open the streets up to cut-through motorists. Friendswood
Development listened to us and agreed that opening up Kingwood to outside traffic was not in
keeping with the Community concept they always intended for the Livable Forest and that was the
end to those plans. Friendswood Development stood to make a considerable amount of additional
profit by opening up Kingwood to the area to the east of the east branch of the San Jacinto River
but they passed on that highly profitable opportunity to do what wasin the best interest of the
residents who invested much of their hard earned money to build/buy in the sleepy community in
North Harris County (Kingwood) rather than in the hustle-bustle community of The Woodlands. We
as the residents of Kingwood are the only priority stakeholdersin this horse race and we need to be
the onesto make thiscritical decision--not the commercial entities that want to open the area up
to increased traffic to increase their customer base, not the City of Houston or Harris County or any
other agency that wants to build, build, build to increase "mobility" across the region at the
expense of Kingwood's Crime Rate and even worse traffic congestion. Kingwood was designed to
be a remote, quite residential community that tended to its own residents' traffic, not to cut-through
traffic from a six and likely more lane major Farm-to-Market thoroughfare to an extremely major
US/Mexico Interstate. Let's get serious elected officials, we the residents pay the taxes and need to
get all the Cons of this proposal in front of the residents of Kingwood so they understand what is at
stake and then let them decide their fate--thisis not for the politicians, commercial entities,
engineering consulting and design firms and builders, all who stand to gain by adding lanes, to
decide! Yet all we hearisfrom the politicianstelling ushow great an idea they have for us, the
residents-| for one don't buy it and do know the dirty little game you all are playing at our expense.
Rebuild the existing streets that are at the end of their cost effective life with the existing number of
lanes adding only a few short additional tumn lanes where truly needed.

In the 1980s this goal was scraped for the Lake Houston
Parkway bridge farther east. Thischange in plansisthe reason why Woodland Hills Drive is not a
divided roadway from just south of Kingwood Drive, | THINK THAT WOODLAND HILLS DRIVE
SHOULD BE EXTENDED SOUTH OVER THE RIVER. The Lake Houston Parkway bridge WAS NOT
in the original plans for Kingwood. Of course, the flood of 1994 did a lot to change a lot of the
envisioned development of Kingwood along Lake Houston. And, it is my recollection that there
were to be extensions northward of Woodland Hills Drive and Lake Houston Parkway. | THINK THAT
THESE EXTENSIONS SHOULD BE PLANNED, PROMOTED AND DEVELOPED. Also, there was
some thinking that Hamblen Road in Forest Cove would be extended eastward to intersect with
Woodland Hills Drive as a part of the extended of the latter street over the San Jacinto River. THIS
SHOULD BE CONSIDERED AS AN OPTION. Many of the residential streetsin Forest Cove and
Trailwood Village serve as major traffic arteriesin the early a.m. and later afternoon and evenings.
This heavy traffic count was not intended by the Kingwood design/development team.

The biggest problem the developers made wasinstalling a light at Royal Forest Dr. It'stoo close to
the signal at Loop 494, and gridlocks traffic during rush hours. A solution would be to establish a
South rear exit out of the Randall's shopping center, West across the railroad tracks. Add a right turn
lane,Westbound Kingwood Dr. for the traffic exiting South off Royal Forest. A proposal to widen
Kingwood Dr. to 6 lanes to Woodland Hills, is viewed as temporary. If Northpark Dr. were also
expanded to 6 lanes from Woodland Hillsto US 59 it would help a great deal.

Kingwood would receive a large portion of transit traffic during rush hour from Huffman to 59,
because 1960 is so congested. Thisidea would only worsen the situation, instead of improving it.

There should be an overpass that goes up and over the Rail Road
Tracks and Loop 494 and drops onto Hwy 59 south bound so you can get cars OUT of Kingwood
like the Woodlands does....simple solution to the constant traffic back up from trying to get across
the Tracks, Loop 494 and Hwy 59 traffic lights. There is plenty of room for an overpass to originate
just west of the Chase Bank comples and cross over the Randallsintersection Light, Rail Road
Tracks, Loop 494 and then drop onto Hwy 59.\

If anything is done to the roadsin Kingwood, it should be road repairs. The current roads were not
designed to handle the weight of bus traffic, 18 wheeler traffic. The number of potholes and patch
upon patch is pathetic. If inbound and outbound traffic isto improve, why not consider an over
pass at the 494 (RR crossing) and Kingwood Drive. This would allow for better flowing traffic into
and out of Kingwood. Also, with improved traffic signals (in proper sequence) things would move
much better. We do not need more lanes which would just cause bottle necks and also not to
mention more road potholes and increase in cost for these repairs.

| like the idea of taking the decision-making process regarding road improvementsin Kingwood out
of the hands of the City of Houston and placing it in the hands of Kingwood residents who have to
live with the results of those decisions. However, there is still something about the process, led by
City Councilman Dave Martin and the Gunda Corporation, which suggests that that might not be
exactly what is happening. For residents to make informed decisions, the information on which they
are to rely must be trustworthy. At the recent Stakeholder meeting on May 13th, Councilman Martin
presented the case for improvement of major thoroughfares throughout Kingwood (including but
not limited to the possible widening of Kingwood Drive from Woodland Hills to Highway 59), stating
that he personally has no stake in the matter other than to serve his constituency. He also stated
that he and the Kingwood Mobility Study steering committee intended to act with complete
transparency. However, when community members began posing pointed questions (ie.: why the
steering committee was appointed by one man without community input, why the steering
committee seemed heavily weighted toward business interests rather than residents’ interests, and
whether the analysis generated by the Gunda Corporation was accurate and relevant), Mr. Martin
became defensive and repeatedly requested that several difficult questions be discussed later,
privately between the resident and himself — in other words, out of earshot of the rest of the
community. That response on the part of Councilman Martin struck me as neither unbiased nor
transparent. Additionally, | cannot help but be skeptical of the analysis presented by the Gunda
Corporation of the purported traffic problemsin Kingwood. At the meeting, we were told that
Kingwood Drive has been identified as the second worst street in Houston. While there is
undoubtedly some traffic congestion and wear and tear, my personal experience driving around
Houston is that there are many roads far more congested and in far worse condition. Gunda
Corporation also sitesits “crash data”, the result of a formula assigned to traffic volume and crash
rates, to support its argument in favor of road improvements. However, the Gunda Corporation
presented no information on the cause of the “crashes’”. While crashes caused by potholes or blind
intersections might be persuasive in favor of road improvements, crashes caused by driver
inexperience, driver inattention, or intoxication cannot be corrected by road construction. Adding
to my skepticism of the Gunda Corporation’s analysisis the fact that the Gunda Corporation also
doesroad construction. Will the Gunda Corporation benefit from a city contract to build roadsin
Kingwood? If so, isn’t it a conflict of interest for the very company that stands to profit from road
construction to perform the analysis to determine whether such road construction isneeded?
Finally, community members have been asked for input through a survey written by the Gunda
Corporation. The survey begins with the presumption that there is a problem, and asks the
community to describe the problem and give input asto possible solutions. It also asks several
questions about the habits/convenience of biking or walking to and from work. I'm somewhat
confused by those questions. Wouldn't they only be relevant to residents who work close enough to
home to make biking or walking feasible? Is Gunda Corporation also examining the greenbelt
trails? Of course we want potholesrepaired. Of course we want traffic lights optimally timed. If the
City of Houston wants to throw money for road repair our way, we want to use it. And of course you
will never please everyone. | think Kingwood residents are willing to act to solve problems where
they occur. But | also think there are a lot more questions about this process that need to be
answered before Kingwood residents can feel comfortable about proceeding

| don't want to see Kingwood Drive become a busy thorough fare with no trees.

Right now Kingwood is a destination not a wide spot on a throughway. If the connections shown on
the long term plan (Woodland Hills, W Lake Houston and Kingwood Drive) are made, significant
through traffic will be added. US 59 provides excellent north-south connectionsand FM 1960
(being widened soon) and FM 1485 provide good east-west connectors.

Removing the trees from the Kingwood Dr would greatly change the character of our community
and negatively impact its capacity to absorb rainwater. Adding bayous and ponds simply adds
more construction and concrete surface area, further reducing available ground surface
absorption. In addition, the water falling on concrete or asphalt is shunted away through the storm
drain system and less available for local vegetation. Also, incentives should be offered for
development that minimizes clear cutting and preserves the trees native to the land parcel.
