This proiect
will include acquisition and construction. This proiect is in City Council District C. The City will award up to $7,400,000
in CDBG DR-17 grant funds for this development.

» Scoftt Street Lofts, located at 1320 Scott Street will be a 123-unit apartment development for seniors. This project will
include acquisition and construction. This proiect is in City Council District I. The City will award up to $15,730,788 in
CBDG DR-17 grant funds for this development.

* New Hope Housing Avenue J, located 5220 Avenue J, will be a 100-unit apartment develooment for families. This
project will include acquisition and construction. This project is in City Council District H. The City will award up o
$12,485,000 in CDBG-DR17 grant funds for this development.

¢ 2100 Memorial Senior Apartments, located at 2100 Memorial Drive, will be a 196-unit mixed income apartment
development for Seniors. This project will include demolition and full reconstruction. This proiject is in City Council
District H. The City will award up to $25,000,000 in CDBG DR-17 grant funds for this development.
