« Property Selection-updated Waiver to Extension
* Administrative Withdrawal timeframe updated to 30/45
calendar days .
» Occupancy-Sellers Occupancy should be received once a
property is under contract .
« Ineligible Uses of Funds — added Debt cannot be paid at closing
and applicant cannot receive cash back at closing
« Removal of redundant language and requirements
« Added cross cufting federal regulations
* Updated definitions
» Updated visual guide to include monitor/compliance
 Added a Reporting Requirement section fo include data
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« Added Zero Income Certification Requirements
« Added prioritization of grant subsidy disbursement
» Added language to lender allocation of subsidy allocation
The HAP draft guidelines have been updated and may be
viewed af:
